“Green” Wind-Powered Radio Station “European Klassik Rock”Launches Worldwide 
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After 11 years European Klassik Rock returns under much more favourable conditions - a cheaper platform “the Internet” powered from a 5KW wind turbine in their back yard, Kent.

12 years ago, from 1997 - 1999 European Klassik Rock led the way in digital radio broadcasting by being part of the first Digital Audio Broadcast in the South East. EKR transmitted across Europe from the Maidstone Studios on the Astra Satellite. The station was widely considered as being ahead of its time with its current and classic rock format in the period when commercial radio was fundamentally just pop music. 

Traditional broadcasters continue to have high overheads to support their FM and DAB licenses. The radio advertising market has changed substantially from direct radio sales to include other mediums such as the internet.

This all means that radio listening is moving away from the traditional platforms.

Technology has moved on. Internet radio with its new mobile facility on G3 phones and with the launch of the Blaupunkt Hamburg 600i Internet car radio will see the exclusivity of DAB, FM and AM listening in cars to be challenged. (http://www.ekr.net/car.html) .

Over a decade ago EKR, with its blend of the latest rock including new unsigned bands and the best of the classics of the last 4 decades, had a large and dedicated fan base across the whole of Europe, fulfilling a demand for a type of station that wasn’t being catered for. The radio industry was not yet ready to support the listening statistics required to sell the station commercially across the European market. The sad decision was made for the station to close down in January 1999 despite huge listening figures (number?) that couldn’t be proved at the time.

Since their return with test transmissions in June 2008, EKR has been trying out their new formula and has steadily been building up listening figures throughout the UK, Europe and now in some parts of America. (http://www.myspace.com/europeanklassikrock)
